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Masterminds 

What is Masterminds?
Masterminds is an academic competition for high school students. Masterminds uses the College Bowl format for match play. If all participants agree, meets can be held in neutral locations and scheduled at other times.   It is fun for students and adults. It provides students with a meaningful opportunity to represent their school in an interscholastic setting.
How and when can I join Masterminds?
There are no scholastic requirements. Anyone who likes trivia, Jeopardy, etc. should consider joining. The advisors also ask for recommendations from teachers.
How frequently does Masterminds typically meet?
School team practices are held approximately every other week during the after school. League meets are held after school with each league meeting once every few weeks. Meets are held over the course of the school year with the regular season running from approximately October to April.  Each meet consists of five to eight matches, generally beginning around 3:00 with the final match ending between 5:30 and 6:30 PM.
Anything else I should know about Masterminds?
Questions cover a broad range: art, biology, chemistry, current events, geography, history, literature, music, political science, pop culture, religion and sports. 
Matches are played in 8-minute halves with each school playing 4 students at a time. Students must ring-in and be recognized before answering. Correct answers earn that player’s team 10 points and the opportunity for the team to answer a bonus question. In each region, schools are arranged into different leagues at the start of the school year, playing a 12 game regular season with the top schools advancing to double elimination playoffs.

Math League 

What is the Math League?
Math League is a competitive activity which allows students with a passion for math and problem-solving to match wits with students from across the county once a month from October to February. Students signup for 3 of 6 different categories each month and try to answer 3 questions from each category within a 10 minute time span. Points are awarded for correct answers only, with point values of 1, 2, and 3 according to the progressive difficulty of each of the questions. 
How and when can I join the Math League?
Although many of the participants are enrolled in Honors Math classes, it is not a requirement. Students signup for each of the monthly meets by obtaining a form from their math teacher, filling out the form and ranking their choices of topics, and submitting the form by the deadline to their teachers or the math league advisors (see below).
How frequently does the Math League typically meet?
Two practices are held each month in order for students to review topics and prepare for the monthly competition. The monthly meets are held at area schools.
Anything else I should know?
Some teachers may even choose to award extra credit to students who choose to participate and earn points for correct answers.
[image: ]A select number of students are chosen in March to participate in the County-wide Meet, which is a day long competition held on a nearby college campus.  The County Team which represents GC is usually made up of the top scorers from throughout the year who have attended a minimum of 3 or 4 meets.  Students whose score ranks them among the top 30 in the county may also be invited to attend the State Meet as part of a Monroe County team. This State Meet is held in late March or early April and is hosted by a different region of NYS each year.

Tri-M Honor Society 

What is the Tri-M Honor Society?
Tri-M, once named the "Modern Music Masters", is the international honor society for music students in junior and senior high school.  It is a program of MENC; the National Music Educator's Conference, a national association for music education, comprised of over 85,000 music education professionals nationwide who realize the importance of motivating students and recognizing music achievements.  
How and when can I join the Tri-M Honor Society?
To be in Tri-M, students first have to be nominated by one of the music staff at Gates Chili High School. In February membership packets are sent to nominated students who qualify by meeting the following criterion:
(1) Membership is open to 10-12th graders. (2) The student must be enrolled in a school-sponsored music course. (3) The student must be of excellent character, musicianship, exhibit a good attitude towards teachers and fellow students, and be cooperative and helpful in their classes at school. (4) They must maintain an 85 overall unweighted average and a 95 average in their music classes.  They must not be failing any one class.
To complete the application process, students must perform publicly in a recital, and get 2 letters of recommendation.
How frequently does Tri-M Honor Society typically meet?
Our Tri-M chapter meets once a month to plan chapter activities.
Anything else I should know?
Tri-M serves the school and community in various ways.  Some of these may include: providing ushers for music concerts, providing soloists to perform at school events, giving solo and ensemble performances for local community organizations, fundraising for charities, honoring people in the community for their contributions to music, and much, much more.  In the past three years, our chapter has sponsored a concert to raise money for charity, performed at a local home for the developmentally disabled, sold flowers at concerts, honored several community supporters of music, and sponsored a "coffeehouse cabaret night"  with donations given to a Gates Chili family in need. 
Our Tri-M members are recognized as a part of an international group of young musicians.  You retain membership even after you've graduated.
